ImageMaker Tester.  Aileen is very enthuasiastic about the programme, which 

teaches basic techniques for digital image editing. 

 

“I can foresee the ECDL ImageMaker certification being very a very useful 

addition to some of the courses that are being run at Moate Business College 

(MBC).  We are currently running an Art and Design Portfolio course, which is a 

one-year full-time course.  The ImageMaker course could be incorporated into 

this course to provide the students with extra certification in image processing 

and photographic design” she said.  Aileen also felt that ECDL ImageMaker 

could be run in conjunction with other programmes in the college and 

commented “we are also introducing a one-year full-time Multimedia course at 

MBC, which will include digital imaging and Website design.  The ECDL

to the main program.  For evening classes, I can see the ImageMaker course 

being very popular with people who are interested in digital photography as a 

hobby and want to learn more about the manipulation of images and 

photographs.”
